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Weight Treasure Basket Sorting�You will need to collected a range of items from around the house with your child, making sure there is a range of heavy and light objects. Make sure that your child is able to lift each object safely on their own so they can have a go at sorting the items into a heavy pile and a light pile. 





Some examples of objects could include: stones, toys, books, socks, a tin of food, a packet of crisps, a bottle of cordial, leaves, a piece of paper, etc.





Once you have gathered these objects with your child, encourage them to sort the objects into a heavy pile and a light pile. Below are some questions you could ask your child during this activity to support the development of their mathematical language and reasoning.
